The Bead Project is an UrbanGlass scholarship program for economic disadvantaged women interested in attaining a creative new skill to help supplement or provide income.  The program will include instruction in glass beadmaking, plus small business courses and silver jewelry making from your beads.  The Bead Project offers:

♦
A total of 40 hours of instruction in glass beadmaking and 10 hours of jewelry making and marketing (10 sessions, meeting once a week).  Access to small business workshops on starting a business, business planning, money management, marketing, and bookkeeping.

after completion of The Bead Project curriculum students will receive a beadmaking and jewelry making kits, containing all necessary tools and equipment.

♦
Supplies, equipment, and instruction will be furnished by UrbanGlass for all classes.

Students will receive a special rental rate ($10.00 per hour) for the first three months following the program to help them practice their newly acquired skills and produce merchandise.

Who can apply?

The Bead Project was created specifically for low-income women, age 18 and over, living in New York City.  Applicants should have some art experience in any media, and should not be currently enrolled in an academic program.  Previous glass experience is not required.  Applicants are required to provide proof of income, SSI benefits, welfare, unemployment, support payments, etc.
